However, the power and grandeur of
the symphony is now available both
for notation and performance at a
reasonable price, The everyday
composer now can hear their music as
if an orchestra was sitting in front of
them! Better yet, this sampled orchestra
also can be conducted, interpreting

Over the past few years, the
advances in music notation programs
have been astounding. In the typical
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
